Lab, is an accelerator for social entrepreneurs aiming to tap the deep reservoir of  
unrecognized talent within marginalized and under-served communities.  By tapping this 
deep reservoir of talent, the SEED Lab hopes to create pioneering paths out of long term 
problems such as chronic poverty, systemic inequality, and deep-rooted discrimination that 
have buried that talent and muffled their voices.  

The SEED Lab, led by Mihai Patru, was designed to support the implementation of visionary 
ideas into similarly powerful tools to generate social impact, deepen civic engagement, and 
bring about empowerment and sustainable change.

Mihai Patru joined the UCR School of Public Policy as a Senior Policy Fellow in 2018. He  
co-founded the Caravanserai Project, a non-profit organization that works with social  
innovators supporting their journey. Patru also launched a social enterprise in Guatemala 
which works towards empowering indigenous women weavers by connecting these artisans 
to the global market.
